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CLIMATE
The Campania coastline enjoys a typical Mediterranean climate, featured by particularly mild winters and long summers. Rainfall is abundant in autumn 
and winter when storms coming from the West (W) collide with the Apennines. In some areas, including the islands and the Amalfi coast, the climate is 
particularly good even in winter. As a confirmation of all this, the most widespread crops are lemons.

WINDS
The summer daytime breeze from the West-Southwest (WSW) is normally gentle, while at night, it tends to be from the North-East (NE). Summer 
storms are rare, while in winter, deepening disturbances can bring strong winds from the Western Sectors. The Libeccio (South-Westerly Wind), in 
particular, may be dangerous, although particularly strong storms are not so frequent.

CURRENTS
In the Gulf of Naples, currents are not very strong, but strong winds affect their direction and speed. With Ostro (Southerly Wind), the waters of the Gulf 
rise, pushed by the current that enters from the Strait of Bocca Piccola di Capri and exits from the Canal of Procida after lapping the Neapolitan coast. 
Conversely, with winds from the land, waters lower and the current heads towards the Bocca di Capri at speeds of up to 2 knots.

LANDSCAPES
The large Gulfs of Naples and Salerno are the natural features that most characterise the shape of the Campania coastline. Frequented since ancient 
times, these coastlines are home to vivid archaeological traces of the peoples who inhabited them. Campania, with its large natural harbours and bays, 
has always been a gathering place for sailors who met and sometimes clashed here to gain control of one of the most evocative areas of the Mediterra-
nean Sea. Vesuvius, whether an immediately recognisable feature of the landscape, a placid mountain with a weary air, or sometimes a relentless 
volcano, sometimes a relentless volcano - just think of the eruption that destroyed Pompeii and Herculaneum in 79 AD - has always dominated the 
towns that rise up at its feet, challenging it.

About 11 kilometres from the little town of Massa Lubrense, in the renowned resort of Conca del Sogno, there 
are numerous Mooring Buoys that accommodate recreational boats.

About 2 kilometres North-East (NE) of the basin, 
lies the Grotta d'o Pertuso, literally Hole Cave, which is definitely worth a visit.

ANCHORAGE: You may drop anchor to the Northeast (NE) at a depth of between  5 and 10 metres on a 
sandy seabed mixed with rock. Fair holding power. The use of a tripping line is recommended. Exposure to 
winds shifting from Levanter (Easterly Wind) to Libeccio (South-Westerly Wind). Please pay attention to the 
area of the Mooring Buoys. Although the Area falls within Zone C of the Punta Campanella Marine Protected 
Area (MPA), the Cove is very popular in summer. Moreover, anchoring is only permitted with prior authorisa-
tion from the Park Authority.

WARNINGS: Moorings are exposed to winds shifting from Levanter (Easterly Wind) to Libeccio (South-We-
sterly Wind), which, if sustained, make mooring dangerous. The area is heavily trafficked by boats and taxi 
boats, which create an annoying wake.

INFO & REGULATIONS
The Punta Campanella Marine Protected Area (MPA) covers a 
1,539-hectare sea area split into 6 municipalities, which all together 
regulate nautical activities in the stretch of sea surrounding the Sorren-
to Peninsula. It is divided into 3 Protection Zones: Zone A: is a Strict 
Nature Reserve where only scientific research, guided diving with 
centres authorised by the Park Authority and service activities are 
permitted. Zone B: is a General Conservation Area where the main 
activities such as navigation, fishing or anchoring are only permitted 
with prior authorisation from the Park Authority. Zone C: is a Partial 
Reserve and acts as a buffer zone between the areas of greatest 
naturalistic value and the sectors outside the MPA, where activities 
involving the sustainable use of the sea with a low environmental 
impact are permitted and regulated by the Management Authority. This 
stretch of sea has 3 mooring points regulated by the Park Authority via 
mooring buoys installed at Marina del Cantone and Conca del Sogno.

The name 
derives from the iconography of the Sirens in Greek 
figurative art, in which they are imagined as half-woman 
and half-bird figures. The most immediate comparison 
with the “feathered” Sirens is therefore that of a hen or 
rooster: hence the name Li Galli, meaning "The 
Roosters", still used today. This is thus identified as the 
place where the Sirens lived and enchanted passing 
sailors, causing them to shipwreck on the rocks.

3) THE MAGNETIC 
CHARISMA OF NAPLES
“See Naples and die” is a quote by the writer Goethe, 
who was dazzled by its beauty and vitality. Anyone who 
has visited it cannot but agree. Naples is mesmerising 
and the amazement involves all of your senses. There is a 
sparkling energy in a city that never sleeps, where 
friendliness and good food are everywhere, as well as 
local handicrafts and beautiful architecture. Venture into 
the historic heart of the city, take a walk along the Spac-
canapoli (lit: Naples splitter) and get in touch with the life 
of its people. Among the many attractions, do not miss 
the Sansevero Chapel with the Veiled Christ, the 
Royal Palace, underground Naples, Plebiscito Square 
and Castel dell’Ovo (lit: Egg Castle), overlooking the 
sea.

4) THE GRANDEUR OF THE 
PADULA CHARTERHOUSE
The San Lorenzo Charterhouse (Certosa) in Padula is the 
largest monastery in Southern Italy and a place of 
worship that is renowned throughout Europe. The con-
struction of this majestic and intriguing complex started 
in 1306 at the instigation of Tommaso Sanseverino and 
continued with several extensions and restorations until 

from the C16th, lavish Baroque interventions from the 
C17th and outstanding frescoes from the C18th. The 
Carthusians had to leave Padula in the C19th because 
of the French domination, during which most of the pre-
cious artistic heritage was destroyed. The Charterhouse 
is nonetheless still a place imbued with fascination and 
spirituality.

1) THE TIMELESS BEAUTY 
OF PAESTUM
Located to the south-east of the stunning Gulf of Salerno, 
the Archaeological Park of Paestum is a Unesco World 
Heritage site and it constitutes a treasure of  priceless 
historic and cultural value. Founded by the Greeks 
with the name of Poseidonia in the 7th Century B.C, Pa-
estum was occupied initially by the Lucanians and then 
by the Romans, who renamed it and made it thrive. The 
city walls which surround it and the temples dating back 
to the Grecian epoch are still very well preserved: the 
Temple of  Hera, the Temple of  Neptune and the 
Temple of  Ceres (turned into a church in the Middle 
Ages) create a scene of impressive beauty and charm, 
where you may abandon yourself to the memory of a 
glorious past.  

2) THE HISTORY OF 
POMPEII, FROZEN IN TIME 
BY VESUVIUS 
The archaeological site of Pompeii, designated a Unesco 
World Heritage area, provides an extraordinary and un-
paralleled historical record. While other more important 
sites from the past endured a degree of degeneracy after 
their earlier expansion, Pompeii remained untouched 
in its Roman glory due to the eruption of Vesuvius in 
79 A.D. The eruption rapidly buried the entire city un-
der several metres of ash. The excavation, which started 
at the end of C18th, brought to light a city where time 
had literally stopped. In addition to admiring the evoca-
tive historical remains of buildings, streets, outstanding 
paintings and mosaics, you can discover the life style of 
the Romans in Pompeii. 

5) THE BREATH-TAKING
